Explanatory notes on the copyright agreement

(without prejudice)

paragraph (1)

- gives us the right to print your article on our website

- allows you to republish your article later on

paragraph (2)

- verifies that you are the author of the article and that any references to the work of others are properly acknowledged (for example, through the use of endnotes).

paragraph (3)

- if you send images to us to be used in illustrating your article, we need to have permission from the copyright holders to print the image on our website. Please obtain any permissions needed, and send us copies of any documents from copyright holders. Copyright law in connection with images can be complicated and varies from country to country. Reproduction permission may need to be obtained from more than one party: for instance, in the case of a photograph of a work by a living artist in a museum collection you may need to get permission from the museum, the artist and the photographer. If you obtain images from a museum collection they will be able to advise you whether there are additional rights holders that you need to contact. 

paragraph (4)

- if the article you submit to us plagiarises the work of others, or if you do not obtain reproduction permission for the images you supply, you may be responsible for costs etc of any legal action brought against us as a result of this.

paragraph (5)

- your name will appear on every copy of your article that we publish.

paragraph (6)

- if someone infringes our copyright and yours by reproducing your article elsewhere this allows us to pursue action against them on your behalf.  This does not effect your right to republish your work but please do keep us informed of any future republications so we can distinguish legitimate republication from an infringement.
